Historically, firefighter PPE uniforms were designed for men, being a double breasted,
tailored suit. The tailored suit is often associated with masculinity and importance but
isn't associated with fire safety and protection as it is in the modern day. Reflecting
back on this kind of uniform, it is very hard to believe that this protected firefighters
from severe injuries. The modern-day firefighters have highly protected PPE, which
has come away from the double breasted, military styled uniform. it is a more practical
and technical silhouette that is designed for both males and females. The firefighter
uniform is highly recognised and is a symbol of importance and protection within
communities.
